File storage: 
 

Don’t store files on the local computer – they may vanish! 
Do store files on portable disk drives, flash drives, online. 
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Digital Commons – printing and plotting 
 
What formats are available? 
 

      - Printer (color and b&w):  8.5 x 11 (letter) 
    8.5 x 14 (legal) 
    11 x 17 (tabloid) 
 

      - Plotter:   36-inch wide, up to 120 inches long 
 
How much does it cost? 
 

      - Printer: varies from $0.12 (b&w letter) to $1.50 (color tabloid) 
 

      - Plotter: $6.00 per foot for non-CBE folks 
  $2.00 per foot for students / faculty / staff in CBE
